Two Body Paragraphs (weak liberal/conservative and moderates) – 
· One would list and describe issues that you identify with more liberally
· One would list and describe issues that you identify with more conservatively
· Include examples and personal experiences to elaborate. 

Conclusion – 
· Restate your thesis
· Conclude with an impact statement that explains why all of this matters to you and to the country. Consider what you have learned about yourself, about compromise, about balance, about our future, about individual rights, about social issues, about economic issues.
