Write Your Own Bill and Bill Brief Project
Choose an issue that is important to you and decide how you can write a law to help solve the issue. Consider the powers reserved to the States and those delegated to Congress so you write a bill that can actually turn into a constitutional federal law!  Please follow the format given here. You will need to work with a partner.  You will also check with your teacher to verify what you are writing the law about can be done (in other words, we don’t want 10 laws all on the same issue).
First Part of Assignment:

Research:  You will research information about your issue that you want to write a bill about.  To do the research part of this assignment, you will fill out the Research Guide.  This research guide will be for a participation grade separate from the bill and brief project. (Helpful site: www.procon.org)
Second Part of Assignment:

Bill:  The bill MUST BE in the format of the template that is online!!!!
· Section I – What is the law? State it clearly and concisely. Don’t argue for it here. 
· Section II – What is the penalty or punishment for not following this law?  (If applicable)

· fines

· jail time

· tax incentives if followed

· etc

· Section III – Who will enforce the law? Refer to page 426-427 in your textbook to find the appropriate Executive Department and/or agency. 
· Section IV – How will this law be funded?  (only write this section if applicable…some laws don’t cost money) Please see your teacher to verify. 
· special taxes

· portion of budget

· savings from another program cut

· etc

· Section V – When will your law go into effect? “This bill will go into effect on ______ upon the signature of the President of the United States. 
Third Part of Assignment:

Bill Brief:  This is a separate paper!!  This is where you argue for your bill. (Paragraphs can be 3-12 sentences long.)

· 1st Paragraph – Introduce your bill.  Summarize it and use one of the following: Attention getter, something shocking/emotional, anecdote, statistics, etc
· 2nd Paragraph – Argue for your bill (why should this bill be law?)
· 3rd paragraph – Refute any opposition to your bill (why is the other side wrong for being against your bill?)
· 4th paragraph – How will this bill benefit society as a whole?

· 5th paragraph – One final appeal for passage of your bill (argue for the benefit to Americans)
If your bill passes through Committee, it will go to the House/Senate and the President will either sign, veto, pocket veto or let it become law without signing it.
